CASE NO. 99-02
On April 27,1999, the Board of Examiners held a duly noticed public hearing to determine whether the proposed custom urinal falls under Section 406.2 of the San Francisco Building Code “The Prohibited Fixtures.”  Appellant states that this custom-designed urinal is fabricated with stainless steel and will be featured with Code compliance control flushing, a sensor will automatically turn the water system on and off.  More important is that this custom-designed urinal is to create a unique design that complements the other interior design and aesthetically pleasing aspects of the store.

Based on the presentation of oral and written testimony, the Board of Examiners voted 5-1 to approve the appellant’s request.  The approval of the proposed custom urinal is subject to the following conditions:
1.
This urinal shall be submitted to the approved testing laboratory, or agency, to be tested for


compliance to IAPMO and the City of San Francisco code requirements such as:
1.
Flush valve action.

2.
Amount of water discharged with each flush.

3.
Backflow prevention.

4.
All surfaces to be wetted.

5.
All surfaces to be cleanable.

6.
Any other feature to be tested per IAPMO requirements.

2. Correction to the urinal shall be made as required by testing agency before submitting drawings

 
for plumbing permit.
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3.
It is understood that all code requirements by the City of San Francisco and the State shall be applicable to this urinal.

4.
When applying for the plumbing permit, the applicant shall submit the report from the testing agency demonstrating the approval.  This approach is intended to allow the work under general building permit and electrical permit to proceed.  Only the plumbing for the urinal and the urinal itself is to be held up pending the test results.
